One per School District No. 75 (Mission) secondary school: HSS, HPSS, MSS and (Riverside) 

 

Eligibility 
 

1) Students who have demonstrated consistent effort and personal growth in their learning.   

2) Students who are sports enthusiasts. 

3) Students who participate and contribute to school activities. 

4) Students who participate and contribute to community activities. 

5) Students who are enrolled at a Mission Secondary school. 

6) Graduation or equivalency from any secondary program. 

7) Continuing education in a recognized post-secondary program within fifteen months 

(second September).  Deferment requests must be submitted in writing and include an 

explanation. 

8) Students must provide proof of registration before the bursary is awarded. 

9) A letter of recommendation will be required from the principal, vice-principal or 

counsellor. 

 

Special Conditions 

 
1. Selected applicants may be required to attend an interview. 

2. Students may be required to make a short presentation, bring a portfolio of work, or do a 

demonstration, etc. 

3. Student applies by forwarding a letter of application and transcript for Grades 11 and 12 

courses, mailed to:
